PUBLIC PORTION/PUBLIC SESSION
December 19, 2016

The Township Council held a Public Portion/Public Session in the
Municipal Building, 350 Pascack Road. The meeting was called to order at
7:38 p.m. by Council President Michael Ullman with the Council President
leading a salute to the flag. Members present: Robert Bruno, Peter Calamari,
Steve Cascio, Tom Sears, Michael Ullman. Also present: Janet Sobkowicz,
Mayor; Ken Poller, Attorney; Mary Anne Groh, Administrator; Susan
Witkowski, Township Clerk.

Pursuant to the provisions of the Open Public Meetings Act this meeting
was listed in the Township Council Annual Meeting Notice which was
published in The Bergen Record, forwarded to the local newspapers, posted on
the Municipal Bulletin Board and filed with the Municipal Clerk.

Mayor Sobkowicz — Mayor Sobkowicz stated Waste Management has
applied for renewal of their permit to haul 900 tons of garbage in and out of
their facility, which is not working at this time, in Hillsdale. She stated many
people have signed the petition, which is available at Town Hall and online.
She was notified over the weekend that the permit is in final review. At this
time, she is asking the public to complete form letters, which will be available
on the website. You can either mail those form letters or drop them off at Town
Hall. It is time that we step up our opposition to the renewal of this permit. It
is not good for the Township of Washington or Hillsdale. Please check the
website, library and Town Hall for samples of the letter.

GENERAL PUBLIC DISCUSSION
A motion was made by Councilman Cascio, seconded by Councilman
Sears, to open the general public discussion.
Ayes: Councilmen Bruno, Calamari, Cascio, Sears, Ullman.
Nays: None.

Julianne Lipnick, 184 Finnerty Place — Ms. Lipnick asked when will the
political signs be taken down since it is now more than a month after the
election. Councilman Bruno asked the Administrator how is this handled.
Administrator Groh explained that these signs are placed by the political party
of the candidate, and she is not sure whose responsibility it is within the
Township to have them removed. Mr. Poller stated a property owner who puts
a sign up has the obligation to remove the sign, suggesting the applicant that
put the sign up should be contacted. Administrator Groh stated other than
the two referendum groups, no one filed in the Township. Mr. Poller then said
they can be taken down. Mayor Sobkowicz stated since the party did not file
correctly, and then we can take them down. Administrator Groh will let the
Road Department know.

Charles Matasker, 347 Jackson Avenue — Mr. Matasker commended the
Mayor for her zeal in trying to stop the truck noise and traffic noise, but wishes
she would do the same for residents that live behind the Municipal Complex,
as he does, listening to truck noise and the smell of garbage all the time. He
questioned the salt shed, which he saw on television that was voted on at the
last meeting. He feels that there was not enough time given to the public to
discuss, and the subject was rushed through. This leads him to believe that
this project has not been planned properly and Council has not done their
research. He spoke of the salt shed taking up valuable parking spaces and the
need for those spaces. He feels the placement of this salt shed is premature
and doesn’t feel it will be a temporary structure, as it has been indicated by
Council. He also spoke of the cost that would have to be budgeted to
reassemble and disassemble the structure. He spoke of other areas in the
Township to consider, such as the current location, Sherry Field, the swim
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club, the JCC and shared services. He spoke of the condition of the Municipal
Complex parking lot, with broken vehicles in the parking lot and dead bushes.
He feels this is not a well thought out plan, but a band aid approach. He feels
Council should take time and see the long range plan and do the best for the
Township and its residents. Mayor Sobkowicz stated a meeting will be held for
the residents that abut the property when the bids come in. The old salt shed
no longer works, it needs to have certain components as required by the DEP
and at this time it is not in compliance. She stated four vehicles were sold this
year, so we are trying to eliminate vehicles that are not needed. Council
President Ullman stated this session is to allow you to address the Council, if
you both would like to have this dialogue offline, you are both welcome to.
Council approved bidding only; there are many more steps before the shovel
hits the ground.

William Ferara, 2556 Cleveland Avenue — Mr. Ferara stated a commercial
landscaping company was hired to clean Clark Field, as is done every year. As
a result, a large pile of leaves was blown onto Cleveland Avenue, which then
ended up on his front lawn as well as his neighbors. He stated there was no
coordinated effort between the landscaping company and the DMF, and as a
result the leaves ended up on Cleveland Avenue longer than necessary. He
recommends if baseball is responsible for Clark Field, they should have the
responsibility of taking the leaves down to Sherry Field and dump them. A
conversation followed on the stipend that the Clerk receives for working the
election as a Township Employee, which is not reimbursed by the County. He
commented on the road program, and the defects which he hopes are repaired
at the expense of the company who did the work. He spoke of the money which
was budgeted for road repairs, and money that was left over. He asked if the
worse streets were repaired. Mayor Sobkowicz stated all the streets are ranked
by an outside service. She stated we started with the worse streets. Council
President Ullman stated there is money left over from 2014, 2015 and 2016
that was not spent, he currently doesn’t know the status. He stated if it has
been funded, he expects any request that Council has in 2017 would be
reduced by the unspent and funded balances. Mr. Ferara suggested putting
money in the budget to do soil testing and inspection of Clark Field before
putting in new trees. He stated in the state of Delaware, the law is that you
have 30 days to remove your signs or you will face a $50.00 fine per day.
Councilman Cascio stated Rutgers has a program for soil testing, which would
be $20.00 per field. Councilman Sears commented on what he observed on his
block with regard to the removal of leaves. He also spoke of contacting the
shopping center regarding signs that are posted on their property. Councilman
Cascio suggested revisiting the sign ordinance in 2017.

Mary Ann Ozment, 960 Adams Place — Mrs. Ozment spoke of the leaf
collection, leaves that are left behind and the status of the leaf pick up. Mayor
Sobkowicz stated the DMF has been working overtime, and are planning on
finishing by Friday. Mrs. Ozment stated they have not been working overtime
in her area and the side streets are a mess with leaves and snow. Mrs. Ozment
asked if the Court Administrator and her secretary are retiring. Mayor
Sobkowicz replied, yes they are but it is not in writing. Council President
Ullman feels since it is not in writing, the matter should not be discussed. The
Planning Board Secretary position was discussed, and where it has been
advertised. Mrs. Ozment asked if the position of DMF Supervisor has been
filled. Mayor Sobkowicz replied she will be promoting someone. The status of
applications received regarding the CFO, Treasurer and Tax Collector were
discussed.  Mrs. Ozment questioned the parking on Hudson Avenue,
specifically during the election it was deemed to park only on one side, when
during a senior meeting they can park on both sides. Captain Hackbarth will
be contacted and asked if this was due to an emergent condition.

Julianne Lipnick, 184 Finnerty Place — Mrs. Lipnick spoke of the position
of Technical Assistant, for which she was hired in 2004 in the Construction
Office of the Township of Washington. She stated it was a total of 25 hours per
week, medical and pension benefits included, at a rate of $15.00 per hour. She
stated now in 2017 and the part time salary is now $14.72 an hour, which she
feels is a disgrace and the reason why employees leave. She gave a timeline of
the past employees, totaling 10 people, and the reason why no one stays here
is that being the salary doesn’t depict the time needed for the position. She
stated in 2004, she was getting a salary of $15.00 per hour and now 13 years
later it is $14.72 per hour. She stated the State of New Jersey is the most
expensive to live, yet the salary for that position has gone done. She spoke of
the Construction Official being a valuable individuals and he depends on the
Technical Assistant to run the office, keep him informed and keep the residents
serviced. She stated she left here in 2008; she went up the road nine minutes
and received a salary increase of over $8,000. She is asking that the salary be
re-visited.

" Mary Ann Ozment, 960 Adams Place — Mrs. Ozment agrees with Mrs.
Lipnick regarding the salaries for part time employees. She stated that is the
reason people leave and they find a better job. She thanked the Council for
putting the Election Officer and the travel expense back into the Salary
Ordinance.

Mary Ann Ozment, 960 Adams Place — Mrs. Ozment asked if any
arrangement has been made with the haulers regarding the colored bags.
Council President Ullman explained the purpose of the change was to offer
residents the option to engage with the carters and use the colored bag system.
A resident can continue as is with the colored bag system. The resident
engages in a private agreement with the contractor based on the colored bags,
if a resident chooses not to use the colored bags, they will not pick up your
garbage unless you have made alternate arrangements. This is allowing carters
to offer alternate services, such as other carters to come in and residents to
select or identify what is the best option for them. Mrs. Ozment stated using
the bags was the cheapest way to go since the haulers were making money on
the bags. She asked what if a person does not want to use the blue/purple
bags. Administrator Groh stated both Waste Management and Buldo are
aware of these changes. Waste Management is eliminating the bag
requirement, but we are not sure about Buldo’s position on the matter. They
both are receptive, but they are not willing to comrnit to the changes in writing,
they want the customers to contact them. A conversation followed on the
involvement of the Township in the past. The resident needs to reach out to
their hauler and negotiate pricing. Councilman Bruno stated he did ask the
question if the Township was allowed to set the pricing, but we are not allowed
to do that. He stated the goal is they still want the business in the Township,
and the resident has the authority now since they do not want to lose the
business that they have.

Julianne Lipnick, 184 Finnerty Place — Mrs. Lipnick asked if this is open
to any hauler. She did have a hauler in the past and was told he was not
sanctioned as a hauler. Council President Ullman replied we have no
restriction on carters that can enter the Township. He stated Buldo and Waste
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Management have a historical arrangement, but it has not been sanctioned or
authorized by the Township, although it has been facilitated by the Township.
Mrs. Lipnick stated she does have a friend in the hauling business that could
save her a lot of money. Mr. Poller replied as long as he is licensed by the
State. Councilman Bruno stated when his name becomes known in the
Township, it is all about competition and negotiation.

William Ferara, 2556 Cleveland Avenue — Mr. Ferara asked as a result of
this Ordinance, is there a commitment from either hauler to notify the
residents of the changes. Council President Ullman replied we can refresh the
information that is available on the website. Mr. Ferara asked that some sort
of roll out program be done to notify the residents of the changes. He asked if
a carter is licensed by the State, does that give that carter the right to ride
around the Township. Mr. Poller replied whatever the license permits them to
do, they are allowed to do. The government cannot supersede what the State is
authorizing those carters to do as long as they are in compliance with State
requirements.

INDIVIDUAL RESOLUTION

Councilman Cascio — Councilman Cascio asked for the Administrator to
explain Resolution No. 16-325, Budget Transfer. Administrator Groh stated
there are three line items that are being funded, Law & Council/Other
Expenses/Professional Services for $2,872.50, Police Telephone Support
System $853.00 and Fire Hydrant Service $828.00. She stated the second two
items were items that the purchasing assistant has flagged as being necessary
to meet certain bills and the Law & Council/Other Expenses/Professional
Services is intended to fund two (2) line items, $1,050.00 is for the law firm of
Hawkins, Dellafield, they are the bond counsel. She stated their charges are
charged to the Capital Program, there were questions on services that were
rendered in connection with the sale of the VFW, that are more appropriately
funded to the Current Fund rather that Capital, the $1,050.00 relate to those
services and the balance of it is for Attorney Poller’s fees. She stated when
realized that the line item was going to be short, she did suggest to Council
President Ullman that we take a larger chunk of money out of the resurfacing
of Memorial Field and fund the line, but he indicated he preferred to do it as
necessary, so that is why we have had these transfers to fund the fees. She
stated there was also a spreadsheet that Council received showing additional
transfers to fund bills that have not come in for 2016 services. Council
President Ullman asked a question on the VFW, if there is a Capital Ordinance
why is the Capital Ordinance not being charged. Administrator Groh replied
she doesn’t believe there are any monies left in that Capital Ordinance, she
believes it was one that was cancelled or fully drawn down. Councilman Sears
asked what is the current expenditure for fire hydrant service. Administrator
Groh replied that is a December SUEZ bill, which is a per hydrant charge each
month, and there was a shortfall in the amount that had been budgeted.
Mayor Sobkowicz replied we pay about $12,000.00 per month. Fire hydrant
services come under the line item of “Utilities/Water.” Council President
Ullman asked if there is a reason behind depleting the resurfacing.
Administrator Groh stated when she was doing the Law/Counsel Professional
Services, she knew that was one we would never have to tap into. She
continued that she was hesitant to go into other line items because we don’t
know how the rest of the year is going to shape up for the other utilities, since
we are getting bills in. She stated that seemed to be a safe place to tap.
Council President Ullman stated there are number of police items, rather than
classifying them within police, he questioned the decision to tap into the
resurfacing account. Administrator Groh replied same rationale. Council
President Ullman asked the Administrator if the Beinfield account has been
depleted, because the authorized amount has been used up. Was it cancelled?
Are we still receiving bills? Administrator Groh replied she does have that
information. Council President Ullman asked how much is left in the
resurfacing account and Administrator Groh replied originally when it was
contemplated it was about $40,000, but she will get that information.

CURRENT BUSINESS

Infrastructure Status

DMF Building — Administrator Groh stated there is a Risk Manager
within the JIF organization who performs inspections at least once a year at
our facilities. She received back reports and she didn’t see anything that would
raise a red flag on dire conditions in the DMF building. Councilman Ullman
stated someone was in that building a year ago, no issues were raised, but they
are being raised now. Administrator Groh stated she did indicate that the
inspection was being requested due to some issues raised by an employee and
we want to make sure it is safe. She stated herself, Mr. Fadini and the Acting
Superintendent did attend a meeting last Thursday with the Risk Manager.
The Risk Manager stated he could not give an opinion on the structure of the
building, a structural engineer would be needed to do an assessment. There
were areas pointed out that seemed to have issues and potential mold. She
stated mold testing will be performed on Thursday, and it will include the
office, breakroom and locker room. Wipe samples will be done on the ceiling
along with air samples. A quote was received from the roof repair, but that will
be held off until the report is received. An insurance claim was also filed due to
the water damage. She stated the areas where there are leaks are not areas
where employees are working, unless they are in that specific area of the
garage. Action is being taken to address these concerns. Councilman Ullman
stated the conditions are where the employees work, and although they may
not be standing under that one section, it is an area they have to work in.
Mayor Sobkowicz stated that most of the damage occurred after the November
15t storm. _

Town Hall — Administrator Groh stated three companies were solicited
one of the companies is out of business and two have been contacted. One
company questioned the prevailing wage law, and a third contractor is coming
tomorrow to perform an inspection. She is hoping to have those reports by year
end. The insurance adjuster was also at the building to assess whether there
is coverage for the water damage. The Mandel report did show there to be
visible mold spores but deemed not to be an issue. Once there is mold, it does
need to be moved in a certain way so there is no airborne contamination. The
scope of work contemplates the mold remediation and repair, but it can be
broken out so that we may do some of the repairs in addition to the room will
be painted. Councilman Ullman questioned a bank of lights in the account
payable area that are currently not working. Administrator Groh stated an
energy audit was done, and there were 3 other areas that were a problem, but
are now working. She stated a quote was received for that area and she also
did reach out to the DMF to see if they can fix it. The employee’s desk has
been moved to an area near the window and light.

Firehouse Repair — Administrator Groh stated herself, the Mayor, Mr.
Statile and Mr. Vlachi the Director of the Engineering Department met to
discuss various issues with infrastructure and the concerns of the Firehouse.
Prevailing wage turns the contractors away, $0 as a result direct solicitation
letters were sent, and there was no response. Prevailing Wage is a State
requirement, and it covers new construction, demolition and maintenance on

town property. Companies need to pay prevailing wage and there is also a
reporting requirement. With regard to the siding issue, the Fire Chief indicated
he knew some people in the industry that he will reach out to. Councilman
Ullman asked if there is danger with the retaining wall in its current state.
Administrator Groh the part that was behind the building has crumbled, but a
determination needs to be made on the boundary of the retaining wall. She
stated there is garbage back there, she did suggest the DMF to remove the
garbage, but they have not had time. She will be following up with Mr. Statile.
Fire Apparatus - Councilman Ullman asked what the status of the
apparatus is at the moment. Mayor Sobkowicz stated Truck 41 failed the
tower test and she did ask the fire chief to get a quote to fix it. A list is being
compiled of the expenses of the ladder itself, since that truck is about 25 or 27
years old, we need to see if it is worth getting fixed. Two quotes were received
for Truck 44 to fix the brakes, a bid was received from Paramus and Brookside.
It is going to Brookside since it was the lower bid. Councilman Sears stated
Rescue 40 has a smashed compartment door, and it has been out of service for
over a month. He stated the tower ladder needs to be fixed, it is part of the fire
department. The reason why it failed testing the two rear hydraulics have been
leaking for over a year and when the weight test was done it didn’t hold. Engine
44 sat in the bay for two weeks, waiting on getting the brakes fixed and then it
was taken out by flatbed truck, Engine 43 has a C light out, and it just needs a
bulb. Councilman Sears stated these trucks are needed to respond to fire calls
and the tower ladder is needed if there needs to be a rescue. He understands
bids are needed and the assistant chief was asked to get them, but it is not his
job to do that. He stated you cannot have vehicles sitting in the firehouse that
cannot be used. He stated we do have contracts with two other towns, but we
have to do a lot better to get these trucks back in service. Mayor Sobkowicz
stated Trucks 44 and 41 were addressed immediately, this is the first she is
hearing about Truck 43. Administrator Groh stated she has not received any
solicitations from the Chief or Deputy Chief with regard to their purchase
orders. Councilman Sears stated we need to get a better routine. Truck 44 is
currently being repaired. Councilman Ullman asked if preventive maintenance
is done. Councilman Sears stated there is a routine to perform preventive
maintenance and a list of items is given that need to be fixed, but those items
do not get fixed. Councilman Ullman stated the Fire Department came to
Council and he thought it was under control, but it seems it is creeping up
again. Administrator Groh stated purchase orders were issued for every
vehicle for preventative maintenance, but there was miscommunication
between Fire & Safety and the Fire Department. Preventative Maintenance
was scheduled for Truck 44, and a PO was issued for approximately $1,975.
Instead of preventative maintenance, brake work was done and they issued a
bill for preventative maintenance on that purchase order. Mayor Sobkowicz
stated last year we had the same issue with that company, they put repair bills
on Preventative Maintenance, which is a control item, repairs are issued under
a separate PO. Administrator Groh stated Preventative Maintenance has been
done for the other vehicles, other that Truck 44. She stated she did ask for a
defect list from this company, and as a result it was deemed it wasn't really
preventive maintenance, it was a brake job, for $1,969, and now additional
brake work needs to be done in the amount of $4,100. Councilman Sears
stated when the Fire Department contacted Fire & Safety they were told the
preventive maintenance was cancelled. Councilman Ullman stated it sounds to
him there is a continued communication breakdown. He stated over the
summer progress was made and now we are taking a step back, and that he
feels is a failure to the residents. Councilman Sears stated he heard that the
Mayor didn’t want emails sent to the Council and Administrator regarding any
problems. There is a truck with a smashed in door, who is going to tell the Fire
Department to get it fixed. He asked what does it take to get these items fixed
and a light bulb to light up the fire scene. He stated the department wants this
done, it goes to the administration and we are still waiting.  Councilman
Ullman stated in his opinion there is a breakdown in communication.
Administrator Groh stated she deals with the Chief and Deputy Chief.
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Councilman Sears stated as a member of the community when he sees there
are trucks broken down sitting in the firehouse for two weeks, and a truck has
a flat tire and sitting on an apron for eight (8) hours, it is a problem. This
community needs to be protected and it is not being protected with broken fire
trucks. Administrator Groh stated she will look at the list and work with the
Chief and Deputy Chief to prioritize and get things done. Councilman Bruno
asked if there are department head meetings where people communicate with
the administration. Administrator Groh stated she does have communication
via phone and email with the Fire Chief and Deputy Chief, since they do have
other jobs, and it is basically instantaneous. She stated there is constant
discussion. Councilman Bruno asked what will occur now since the preventive
maintenance wasn’t done but the brakes were. Administrator Groh stated it
does need to be done. She has generated reports of what has been done and
shocked to find that preventative maintenance has not been done on an annual
basis on many of these vehicles. Councilman Bruno asked how do we get
preventive maintenance on these trucks. Administrator Groh replied that will
have to be done by the Fire Department, and it is a matter of scheduling.
Councilman Bruno asked what is the next step. Mayor Sobkowicz stated there
is only one truck that needs a preventive maintenance. Councilman Sears
stated we need to get the trucks repaired, and he gets the same response we
can’t spend any money. He stated it is taking way too long to get emergency
vehicles fixed in this Township. Councilman Ullman asked if the Administrator
could reach out to the Chief and get his views on the apparatus, and get them
prioritized. = Administrator Groh said that the department prepares the
paperwork, submits it to the administration and then spending is authorized.
Councilman Ullman stated he will forward the email he received from the Chief.
Councilman Sears stated during the Summer, emails were being sent to
Council but then the department was told to stop sending emails to Council.
He would like the emails to be sent again, so we can understand what is going
on and how Council can help move the Township in the right direction. He
stated when he sees something failing, he needs to speak up. Councilman
Cascio asked if the Administration has a designated time to meet with each
department director or department head. Administrator Groh replied, no, but
she does meet with the Police Chief every day, as well as the DMF, those are
the two biggest departments and they do have presence on site. She stated she
is available to the other departments. A conversation followed regarding the
administration scheduling meetings with each department on a monthly basis.
Administration Groh stated her door is always open, and there is protocol in
place with regard to purchasing. Councilman Cascio spoke of there being a
line of communication with each department since there seems to be a
communication issue. Councilman Bruno feels that communication keeps
things accountable and he would volunteer his time.

Bus Stop/Season’s — Mayor Sobkowicz had asked the Police Chief to
watch the area for two (2) weeks. On December 6% at 6:40 a.m. a compliant
was received of commuters parking on the sidewalk in the area of Washington
Avenue bus stop while waiting for the commuter bus. Chief Hooper stayed out
there on December 6th, 7th and 8% from 6:45 a.m. to 7:30 a.m,, the weather
was clear with chilly temperatures on all three (3) days. He sat in an
unmarked police vehicle at Helen Bohm’s parking lot observing Washington
Avenue and the aforementioned bus stop, having a clear and unobstructed
view of the entire area. During the three (3) days, there were no vehicles
parked on the sidewalk waiting for the commuter buses. He did observe one
vehicle on Tuesday, December 7% at 7:10 a.m. pull up in front of the bus stop
and discharge one passenger. The vehicle in question stopped for
approximately 10 seconds and drove away immediately thereafter. The area
was observed again from the same location in an unmarked police vehicle on
Monday, December 12t, weather was very cold with a mix of rain and snow,
December 13%® and December 14th, weather was clear and cold, temperatures
in the high 20’s. He stayed in the area from 6:45 a.m. to 7:30 a.m. During the
three (3) day observation there were no vehicles parked on the sidewalk by the
bus stop and no vehicles discharged any commuters in front of the bus stop.
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After observing this for six (6) days, over a two (2) week period it appears at this
time that the complaint about the vehicles parking on the sidewalk and waiting
for the bus is unfounded. Councilman Bruno asked would it be possible to
change the time from 7:00 to 9:00 a.m. since that is the heavy time for bus
traffic. Mayor Sobkowicz stated she will tell Chief Hooper to go a little later.

2017 Budget — Councilman Bruno stated it is due January 17th, is there
a State notice that changed that date. Mayor Sobkowicz stated the State has
changed the date to February 17th. Councilman Bruno asked if the Council
will we have the budget for January 17%. Mayor Sobkowicz replied she doesn’t
know at this point, but she would say no. Councilman Bruno asked when does
she think we will have it. Mayor Sobkowicz replied she is not sure.
Councilman Bruno asked have all of the budgets been submitted by the
department heads. Administrator Groh replied yes, but we do not have one
from Council, and a few others.

2014/2015/2016 Road Program Defects — Councilman Ullman asked
what is being done to address the outstanding defects. Administrator Groh
stated Mr. Statile did forward some documentation. She is not sure about
2014, since she was not here. The Maintenance Bond for 2015 extends for two
years, so we are covered under that. The final bill from the contractor for 2016
has not yet been received, and it is the same contractor for 2015, so he is
responsible for fixing the defects. Administrator Groh stated what is called a
“defect” is not necessarily an engineering defect. A defect is something that is
more than just aggregate in a cul-de-sac; it is a problem with an open seam or
a bigger issue. Councilman Ullman stated there was a review of the streets
that were done for 2015 and 2016. Administrator Groh stated the roads are
checked while being done and after completion before payment is authorized.
She stated sometimes defects will arise a year or two years later, so we are on
top of that. A list was submitted to Mr. Statile’s office, what the status of those
corrections is not known. Administrator Groh will reach out to Mr. Statile.

Qutside Professional Services -~ Councilman Ullman stated a
communication went out that Lerch, Vinci would be doing some work for the
Township. He would like to know where this work was done previously and by
whom. Administrator Groh explained Lerch, Vinci has been engaged to prepare
the Budget, Annual Debt Statement, Unaudited Financial Statement and
consulting work. A conversation followed on what Lerch, Vinci did in the past
for the Township, and currently what they are doing is not considered audit
functions. Lerch, Vinci prepares the budget and also does the filing for the
State. Administrator Groh stated the staff worked with Lerch, Vinci in the
past, and the administration having the ability to make the decision, chose to
stick with a firm that we knew was capable of doing the work that was done in
the past to ease the transition. A conversation followed on how much Lerch,
Vinei is charging and when the monies will be spent, that is, in 2016 or 2017.
Council approval is not required if the amount is under $17,500, but it does
need to be budgeted. A conversation followed on the scope of work, which
includes helping the finance office with some of the reconciliations and
consultative work. The current CFO arrangement was discussed as well as
the Salary Ordinance which was passed tonight that would give flexibility in
the positions. The salary of the part-time CFO was discussed ($75.00 per
hour) and now the Auditor is being paid to help people in finance since the
CFO is not available. Councilman Cascio stated we are spending more money
to do the function of what the CFO should be doing, and he believes is
fiduciary negligence on the part of the Township of Washington. Councilman
Bruno added he believes this is an issue.

Zoning and Planning Board Minutes — Councilman Ullman said he did
notice the minutes are a bit dated and asked if there a plan to address that.
Administrator Groh said someone was hired in the beginning of the year and
that person was able to do some minutes, and believes there were some listed
for the Planning Board. She stated she identified resolutions that have been
passed and they are posted, and some things have been cleaned up. She did
reach out to the administrators in the area to ask for some leads, but it is very
difficult to get someone to do transcription work. She stated the Clerk did give
M
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her the name of someone, but she felt the rate was high but she will circle back
With that person. She did receive several names, she is gathering the
information along with the rates. She did confer with the Clerk regarding the
time frame of posting minutes. She stated minutes need to reflect what was
discussed and the action taken. She stated the minutes of Council meetings
are more comprehensive and more than you ever see and have to have. She
stated the minutes for the Planning and Zoning board will just reflect how
people voted, which is reflected on the date of the resolution, it will also reflect
items of discussion, but will not go into detail of items discussed. The
Township Clerk indicated as she understands with Planning & Zoning Boards
there are certain things that need to be detailed, plans and discussions. She
will also check through the Clerks to find out how details the minutes are to
be. Councilman Ullman stated some of the minutes that are missing go back
to 2015, having them prepared in a reasonable time, he doesn’t believe that is a
reasonable time. He understands that some of Council minutes are a little
behind, Cornelia is working to bring them up as quickly as possible.

Form of Government — Councilman Bruno stated he had sent an email to
Mr. Poller as to what would be needed to change our form of government. His
concern is that we have a 12 million dollar budget that is ultimately controlled
by one person, even though the Council develops the budget. He feels there are
a tremendous amount of unilateral decisions that are made, and as Council we
are eager to do our job, but he feels that the time and effort Council puts in
does not go in the direction that we feel as a Council it should go. He doesn’t
know form of governments, but he feels control of the budget cannot be under
one person, as well as unilateral decisions, such as hiring people cannot be
under one person. There is a list of things that you would do as a normal
business organization to effectively run a business that is not ultimately
coming from one source. He personally doesn’t feel the Faulkner Government
works for this Township. Mr. Poller stated he would have to look at what
alternatives there are. He understands the idea has been thrown out there to
change it to a borough form of government, where the Council has much more
authority to run various departments. Our form of government is very
executive orientated, and he did hear one or two people indicate it is very
simple to change the form of government and that is the end of that, which
would be nice except they repealed the borough form of government back in
1988 and it is not available to go back to a borough form of government. The
State has the Optional Charter Form and they retained those towns that had
different forms of government, there are Township, Town and a variety of
others. He stated he believes one of Faulkner type of governments would have
to be chosen, there is the L form, which is Mayor/Council plan, there is the
Council/Manager plan, there is the small municipality plan, for which you
would have to be under 12,000 residents, and the last one was
Mayor/Council/ Administrator Plan. He stated a Charter Study can be done by
putting this on the ballot, and see what the electorate says in terms of another
form of government and forming of Charter. He stated it is a process and
Council would need to look into what they would like to do and what their next
step would be. Councilman Ullman stated he does agree with Councilman
Bruno, there is some efficiency and then some inefficiencies and the
concentration of power with the Mayor can be problematic if you do not agree
with every decision that is made. He asked if Mr. Poller give preliminary
information and bullet points as to what it takes, and what would be the
obligation of Council and the Administration. Mr. Poller stated this would have
to be decided by the voters and possibly a charter study. Councilman Bruno
stated he would like to know what the steps are needed and Council’s
involvement. Mr. Poller replied he will put something together highlighting the
procedure. Councilman Cascio stated from his understanding since we are a
Faulkner Form, we need to stay a Faulkner Form. He understands River Vale
did it a number of years ago, maybe that can be looked at. He stated it does
have to go out to the voters via a referendum and a study needs to be done.

Ethics Board — Councilman Cascio stated he and Councilman Calamari
will be researching this subject more for 2017.
W
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2017 Temporary Budget — Administrator Groh spoke of the temporary
budget being discussed at the reorganization meeting of 2016. She stated it is
the plan to adopt a temporary budget at the reorganization meeting to enable
the Township to pay bills. She stated there is a statute that a town can adopt
a temporary budget within the first 30 days of the fiscal year capped at 26.25%
of the prior year budget appropriations exclusive of debt service and capital
improvement funds. She stated her plan would be to develop a temporary
budget using that general formula but then reallocating if we have a heavy
payment, for instance to the JIF, which is due January 31st, which would be
taken out of a line item. She wants to make sure it is okay with Council and
she would like the Council to have a comfort level. She stated in many
municipalities Council agrees to it since it is set by formula and Council trusts
the administration to provide appropriately. She would like to know any
concerns Council may have. She stated this temporary budget would have to
take us through March. She spoke at length of the type of analysis she would
do. Councilman Ullman asked what is the starting baseline. Administrator
Groh replied it would be the prior year’s budget. Councilman Bruno spoke of
the spreadsheet the prior Administrator prepared which was provided to him.
He stated he wants to make sure we do not adopt a temporary budget for items
that were in the budget that we didn’t spend for, he doesn’t want to budget for
something that is not there. Administrator Groh explained that in the budget
Council introduces and adopts, Council can use numbers that are less than
the number you introduce your temporary budget, and of course it has not
been spent. She stated Council is upset that the Mayor doesn’t spend what is
budgeted, so she doesn’t believe Council will run into a problem that the Mayor
is overspending a line or spending a budget line that wasn’t spent last year.
She stated it is better that there is more of a cushion in there, things come up
and bill change. Councilman Bruno stated the sooner we receive the budget it
is better for us. The resurfacing line item was discussed.

Administrator Groh — Administrator Groh stated she would like Council
to reconsider Resolution No. 16-325, the Transfer Resolution. She stated
regarding the fire hydrant, she had noticed in approving bills there was a SUEZ
bill for fire hydrants that was being paid out of the General Water line and not
the fire hydrant line. The money that is short is because mid-year we started
charging this account to a line that had never been previously charged. There
is one large bill for the fire hydrant, $12,519.75 in addition to another bill for a
couple fire hydrants on Pascack Road. The phone system for the Police
Department, Avaya, was budgeted for a certain amount and the contract came
in more, the $853.00 is a short fall in that line. The resurfacing line was
originally budgeted at $45,000.00 the only real expenses for resurfacing was
Mr. Statile’s fees in drafting the specifications for the sod, those were less than
$1,000.00, and the two prior transfer resolutions were drawn on that account.
After those resolutions, there is a balance of $20,425.63. The Salary
Ordinance just adopted includes the payment of attorney fees at the rate of
$135.00 per hour, that that line will be funded as well. With regard to Mr.
Benfield’s fees, she does have the purchase order and it seems the line item
has been completely zero’ d out.

A motion was made Councilman Calamari, seconded by Councilman
Sears, to pass Resolution No. 16-325.

Administrator Groh stated she would like to understand why this failed.
Councilman Cascio stated he doesn’t want to expand. Councilman Calamari
asked in light of this, does the Township default on paying these bills.
Administrator Groh replied that would be her understanding. Councilman
Calamari stated with regard to the fire hydrant service, can it be cut off for
non-payment. Administrator Groh replied her understanding is there would be
a shut off notice issued, but she doesn’t know if they would act on it. She
stated in recent conversation with another utility, they said they would never
shut off municipalities utilities, but she cannot say if that would be the case for
SUEZ. Councilman Calamari asked what would occur with the police
telephone support system. Administrator Groh stated we would be delinquent,
she is not sure what the terms of the contract are.

enumerated matters are to be discussed; and

WHEREAS, the Township Council has determined that, because of the
nature of the subject matter to be discussed, the public should not be present
at that portion of the meeting of the Township Council at which certain specific
matters encompassed by N.J.S.A. 10:4-12 are to be discussed,;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township Council of the
Township of Washington that, pursuant to the express provisions of the Open
Public Meetings Act, the public be excluded from the meeting or portion of the
meeting (denoted as an “executive” or “closed” session) in which the following
matters are to be discussed:

1. Any matter which, by express provision of federal law or
State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from
the provision of subsection of a. of this section.

2. Any matter in which the release of information would impair
a right to receive funds from the Government of the United States.

3. Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an
unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports,
recommendation, or other personal material of any educational, training, social
service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal
defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance, and similar program or

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institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual
admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited
to information relative to the individual’s personal and family circumstances,
and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or
condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a
minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be
disclosed publicly.

4.  Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and
conditions which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining
agreement, including the negotiation of the terms and conditions thereof with
employees or representatives of employees of the public body.

: 5. Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of

real property with public funds, the setting of banking rates or investment of
public funds, where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of
such matters were disclosed.

6. Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and
property of the public provided that their disclosure could impair such
protection. Any investigations of viclations or possible violations of the law.

7. Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation other
than in subsection b. (4) herein in which the public body is, or may become a
party. Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent
that confidentiality is required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical
duties as a lawyer-Litigation - COAH and Tax Appeals

8. Any matter involving the employment, appointment, termination of
employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the
performance of, promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public
officer or employee or current public officer or employee employed or appointed
by the public body, unless all the individual employees or appointees whose
rights could be adversely affected request in writing that such matter or
matters by discussed at a public meeting.

9. Any deliberations of a public body occurring after a public
hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the
responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to
the responding party as a result of an act or omission for which the responding
party bears responsibility.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that it is not possible as yet to fix the time
when or the circumstances under which the discussion conducted in Closed
Session can be disclosed to the public. It is anticipated that the subject matter
under discussion will be made public when finalized.

BE IT FUTHER RESOVED, that notice is hereby given that the Township
Council may find it necessary to take action at the conclusion of the
executive/closed session; that such action if taken, will occur in open session;
that you are invited to stay in the Municipal Building during the
executive/closed session; that the doors to the Council chambers will be
opened and an announcement will be made if the Township Council will be
going into open session; and you may be present during such open session.

The Township Council anticipates that an open session will be
necessary.
